Jay Gatsby – Fried Chicken: Gatsby is a part of the “Old Rich.” He lives in West Egg, which is less fashionable and modern than the “New Rich’s” East Egg. He likes to throw extravagant parties for the people of Long Island in his West Egg mansion. He is similar to fried chicken in that he has two layers: one outer layer that the people around him can see, and one inner layer that contains all the secrets of his past. The people at Gatsby’s parties never really knew the man who provided the food, drinks, and entertainments every week. They only hear rumors such as that “he killed a man once” and that “he was a German spy during the war (44).” However, the truth about his past, how he changed his name, and how he lied about his wealth for Daisy is later revealed to Nick, which shows the secretive side of Gatsby.





Daisy Buchanan – Scrambled Eggs: Daisy enjoys the life of the “New Rich.” She is in love with money and materialistic things; therefore, she chooses to stay with Tom instead of Gatsby. The yellow color of eggs represents Daisy’s love with the idea of new money. “Her voice is full of money (120).” Although she knows about Tom’s affairs, she only stays with him because he has the ability to support her. She is “scrambled” because she has no values, and no sense of morals. Daisy only worries about her own well-being, and does not even take the blame for the death of Myrtle Wilson. Instead, she takes off with her riches, as if nothing ever happened.





Tom Buchanan – Black Coffee: Tom is part of the “New Rich.” He is a former football player, and is therefore physically strong and intimidating. “He was a sturdy straw-haired man of thirty with a rather hard mouth and a supercilious manner…It was a body capable of enormous leverage — a cruel body (7)." Tom, like black coffee, is strong, full of energy, and bitter. He, like Daisy, is narrow-minded and careless. He believes that his money is capable of overpowering anyone, and any decision.





Nick Carraway – Jell-O: Nick is the narrator throughout the story. He is the character that everyone confides their feelings in. Although he may know everything, he is not honest about everything (even if he claims to be). “Every one suspects himself of at least one of the cardinal virtues, and this is mine: I am one of the few honest people that I have ever known (59).” Throughout the novel, Nick complains and criticizes the over-extravagances of East Egg, and just the East coast in general. He is quick to judge the people he meets, such as Jordan. However, at the same time, he actually enjoys the city lifestyle. He spends much time visiting the Buchanans and drinking at Gatsby’s. He is like jell-O because he is transparent. Through his character, although dishonest at times, readers get to understand every other character. He is the connection to the minds of Gatsby, Daisy, Tom, etc. Through the way Nick talks describes the people in his life, readers can also see the personality in him also.

During the 1920s, restaurant dining became extremely popular. As incomes and standards of living rose, families ate out more, and cooked less. Another factor of the food-craze was due to the invention of refrigeration, allowing food to be kept fresh. During this decade, the number of restaurants in the United States increased three-hundred percent. Many ethnic restaurants also opened up in the cities, as immigrants flooded into the east coast. Also, the improvements of the automobile allowed for “drive-ins.” Due to the prohibition of the era, soft drinks became more demanded. Many brands such as Jell-O, Quaker Oats, Campbell’s Soup, and General Mills became popular. Desserts like Upside-down Pineapple Cake, ice cream sundaes, milkshakes, and fruit were favored among Americans, too. Appetizers such as shrimp cocktail appeared on menus, and vegetarian alternatives were made (“The Food Timeline”).
